Thrips and Mite 

There is a chance for the attack of thrips and mites in vegetables. 
Apply 2% neem oil+garlic emulsion under the leaf surface at 10 
days intervals. If the attack is severe apply spiromecifen 8 ml/10 L 
of water.   

Animal Husbandry 
If respiratory distress, fever or lameness are noticed in animals, consult a veterinary 
surgeon immediately.
