The Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), which is now known as Ministry of
Education (MoE), Government of India (GOI) has established the National Testing Agency
(NTA) as an independent, autonomous, and self-sustained premier testing organization under
the Societies Registration Act (1860) for conducting efficient, transparent and international
standards tests in order to assess the competency of candidates for admissions to premier higher
education institutions.

The National Testing Agency (NTA) has been entrusted by the Regional Centre for
Biotechnology (RCB), Department of Biotechnology, Government of India, with the task of
conducting of Graduate Aptitude Test — Biotechnology (GAT-B) 2023 and Biotechnology
Eligibility Test (BET) 2023.

Role of NTA is confined to registration of candidates for the examination, admitting them to
examination, conducting the examination in the prescribed mode, display of answer keys and
inviting challenges, finalizing the answer keys, processing the results and handing over the
results to RCB.

About Department of Biotechnology, Government of India

The Department of Biotechnology (DBT) under the Ministry of Science and Technology,
Government of India is the nodal agency for policymaking, promotion of R&D &
manufacturing, infrastructure building and human resource development in Biotechnology in
the country.

2.1. Graduate Aptitude Test-Biotechnology (GAT-B) 2023

2.1.1. Graduate Aptitude Test-Biotechnology (GAT-B) is an All-India Entrance
Examination to test the eligibility of bonafide Indian nationals for admissions to
DBT supported Post Graduate programmes in Biotechnology and allied areas, at
Participating Institutions/Universities in India. DBT supported Post Graduate
programmes include: M.Sc. Biotechnology and allied areas; M.Tech. Biotechnology
and allied areas; M.Sc. Agricultural Biotechnology and M.V.Sc. Animal
Biotechnology.

2.1.2. GAT-B 2023 Score is valid for admission to the above mentioned courses during
the academic year 2023-2024 only. Following declaration of GAT-B 2023 results,
an all India category wise merit list will be prepared as per the Reservation Policy of
Government of India. Call for admissions, for GAT-B 2023 qualified candidates,
will be advertised separately by participating institutions/universities as per
institutional admission and selection norms. Regional Centre for Biotechnology
(RCB) and Department of Biotechnology (DBT) will not play any role and will
not be responsible for the admission & selection process (transfer/ cancellation/
conversion of seats/ fee refund policy) of participating institutions/ universities.
Any disputes arising will be subject to Delhi jurisdiction only.

2.1.3.  Qualified candidates of GAT-B 2023, admitted to DBT supported Post Graduate
programmes in  Biotechnology and allied areas, at Participating
Institutions/Universities in India will be paid stipend as under:

a) M.Sc. Biotechnology & Allied Areas - Rs.5000/- per month
b) M.Sc. Agricultural Biotechnology - Rs.7500/- per month
¢) M.Tech./ M.V.Sc. programmes - Rs.12000/- per month

DBT-Junior Research Fellowship Programme

Department of Biotechnology, Ministry of Science & Technology, Government of
India grants fellowships to bonafide Indian citizens for pursuing Doctoral Research
in Biotechnology and life-sciences through the "DBT-Junior Research Fellowship"
(DBT-JRF) Programme. Initiated in the year 2004, the DBT-JRF Programme has
played a critical role in nurturing skilled human resource capital and promoting
research in frontier areas of biotechnology.

Biotechnology Eligibility Test (BET) 2023

Biotechnology Eligibility Test (BET) is the national qualifying examination for award
of Doctoral Research Fellowships under the DBT-Junior Research Fellowship (DBT-
JRF) Programme. BET is an All-India computer-based examination which is held
once every year. These fellowships are tenable at any recognized university/institution
in India where the selected fellow registers for Ph.D. programme.

Based on the performance in Biotechnology Eligibility Test (BET) 2023, two
categories of merit list shall be prepared (Category-I and Category-Il). Government
of India norms for reservation will be followed for shortlisting of candidates.
Candidates shortlisted under Category-1 shall be eligible to avail fellowship at any
recognized university/institution across India, where the candidate enrolls for Ph.D.
Programme. Candidates shortlisted under Category-11 will be eligible to be appointed
in any DBT sponsored project with fellowship equivalent to NET/GATE qualification
as per current DST guidelines and/or enroll in PhD programme, subject to selection
through institutional selection process. Selection in Category-Il shall not entitle
candidate for any fellowship from DBT-JRF programme.

2.2.3. Details of Fellowship Award

Award of DBT-JRF Category-I fellowship entitles a shortlisted candidate for activation
of fellowship subject to joining Ph.D. Programme and subsequent registration of Ph.D.
from recognized University/ Institution across India within 2 years from the date of
issuance of fellowship award letter. Such Category-l qualifying candidates will be
eligible to avail fellowship grant under DBT-JRF programme. Emoluments under the
fellowship grant includes research fellowship, contingency and house rent allowance
(if applicable).

Registration for Ph.D. is candidate's responsibility and Regional Centre for
Biotechnology (RCB) & Department of Biotechnology (DBT) has no role/
responsibility in this matter. Verification of documents shall be carried out for
shortlisted candidates only. Award letter shall not be issued to candidates found
ineligible or who submit incorrect documents or whose documents are not received
within one (1) year from the date of declaration of BET 2023 result.

The candidates declared eligible for award of fellowship under DBT-JRF Programme
will be governed by DBT-JRF Programme guidelines in this regard.

(APPENDIX-II) are eligible to apply for GAT-B 2023 entrance examination.
Candidates may further verify the eligibility criteria on the website of the
Participating Institutions/ Universities. Candidates who do not meet the minimum
eligibility criteria of Institutions/Universities and still appear for GAT-B 2023
entrance examination will do so at their own risk. If at any stage it is found that a
candidate does not fulfil minimum eligibility requirements of Participating
Institutions / Universities, rules of cancellation or termination of respective
Institutions / Universities shall be applicable. Regional Centre for Biotechnology

Institutions / Universities.

Candidate who has either appeared or is due to appear in the final examination of
their qualifying degree is eligible to apply for GAT-B 2023, under the result awaited
(RA) category. Such candidate will have to submit the Undertaking/Attestation Form
duly certified/stamped by the Head of the Institute (with address and name) from
where the candidate is appearing for the qualifying degree. Failing to comply with
this instruction will result in rejection of application.

Nationality: Candidate should be a bonafide citizen and resident of India.

Candidate who has either appeared or is due to appear in the final examination of
their qualifying degree is eligible to apply for BET 2023, under the result awaited
RA) category. Such candidate will have to submit the Undertaking/Attestation Form
duly certified/stamped by the Head of the Institute (with address and name) from
where the candidate is appearing for the qualifying degree. Failing to comply with
this instruction will result in rejection of application.

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CHAPTER -5: FACILITY FOR PWD CANDIDATES

5.1.  Provisions relating to Persons with Disability (PwD)

(a) Guidelines for conducting written examination for Persons with Benchmark
Disabilities above 40% vide letter dated 29 August 2018 from Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment

Provisions relating to Persons with Disability (PwD):

As per Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, “Persons with Disability (PwD)”” means a person with long-
term physical, mental, intellectual, or sensory impairment which, in interaction with barriers, hinders
his full and effective participation in society equally with others.

According to Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016, “persons with benchmark disabilities” means a
person with not less than forty percent (40%) of a specified disability where specified disability has
not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person with disability where specified disability
has been defined in measurable terms, as certified by the certifying authority.

Facilities for PwD candidates to appear in the exam

As per the guidelines issued by the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities
(Divyangjan) under the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment issued from time to time on the
subject: “Written Examination for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities”, for the candidate with one
of the benchmark disabilities [as defined in Section 2(r) of RPwD Act, 2016], holding a Disability
Certificate in the prescribed format in the Rights of Person with Disabilities Rules ,2017
(https://upload.indiacode.nic.in/showfile?actid=AC CEN 25 54 00002 201649 1517807
328299&type=rule&filename=Rules notified 15.06.pdf).

a. The facility of Scribe, in case he/she has a physical limitation and a scribe is essential to write
the examination on his/her behalf, being so certified in the aforesaid format by a CMO/Civil
Surgeon/ Medical Superintendent of a Government Health Care Institution.

b. Compensatory time of one hour for examination of three hours duration, whether such
candidate uses the facility of Scribe or not.

Services of a Scribe

As per the office memorandum of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (Reference:
F.No. 34-02/2015-DD-I1I dated August 29, 2018), the PwD candidates who are visually impaired
OR dyslexic (severe) OR have a disability in the upper limbs OR have lost fingers/hands thereby
preventing them from properly operating the Computer Based Test platform may avail the services
of a scribe (amanuensis).

The scribe will help the Candidate in reading the questions and/or keying in the answers as per the
directions of the Candidate. A scribe will NEITHER explain the questions NOR suggest any
solutions.

PwD candidates who desire to avail the services of a scribe need to opt for this during the online
registration of GAT-B/BET 2023. If a candidate desires to bring his/her own Scribe, then he/she
should submit a Letter of undertaking for using own Scribe as per the format available at Annexure
Il.

It is to be noted that the Scribe may be provided by the National Testing Agency (NTA), if requested
in the Application Form.

If it is found at any stage that a candidate has availed the services of a scribe and/or availed the
compensatory time, but does not possess the extent of disability that warrants the use of a scribe
and/or grant of compensatory time, the candidate will be excluded from the process of evaluation. In
case such a candidate has already been issued certificate or award letter, the candidature of the
candidate will be cancelled.
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NTA does not guarantee any change in the category or sub-category (PwD status) after the
submission of the Online Application Form, and in any case, no change will be entertained by
NTA after the declaration of Score for GAT-B/BET 2023. The category/sub-category (PwD
status) entered in the GAT-B/BET 2023 will be considered final. Therefore, the candidates are
advised to fill in the category/sub-category column very carefully.

Note:

a. The minimum degree of disability should be 40% (Benchmark Disability) in order to be eligible
for availing reservation for persons with specified disability.

b. The extent of “specified disability” in a person shall be assessed in accordance with the
“Guidelines for the purpose of assessing the extent of specified disability in a person included
under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016)” notified in the Gazette of
India by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment [Department of Empowerment of
Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan)] on 4 January 2018.

c. No change in the category will be entertained after the last date specified by NTA for GAT-
B/BET 2023 Registration.

(b) Guidelines for conducting written examination for persons with specified disabilities
covered under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwD Act, 2016 but not covered
under the definition of Section 2(r) of the said Act, i.e. persons having less than 40%
disability and having difficulty in writing

I. These guidelines may be called as Guidelines for conducting written examination for persons
with specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwD Act, 2016
but not covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the said Act, i.e. persons having less
than 40% disability and having difficulty in writing.

Il. The facility of scribe and/or compensatory time shall be granted solely to those having
difficulty in writing subject to production of a certificate to the effect that person concerned
has limitation to write and that scribe is essential to write examination on his/her behalf from
the competent medical authority of a Government healthcare institution as per proforma at
Annexure-1.

I1l.  The medical authority for the purpose of certification as mentioned in point (Il) above should
be a multi-member authority comprising the following:-

a) Chief Medical officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer.....Chairperson

b) Orthopaedic/PMR specialist

c) Neurologist, if available*

d) Clinical Psychologist/Rehabilitation Psychologist/ Psychiatrist/Special Educator

e) Occupational therapist, if available*

f) Any other expert based on the condition of the candidate as may be nominated by the
Chairperson. (* the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer
may make full efforts for inclusion of neurologists, occupational therapist from the nearest
District or the Medical College/Institute, if the same is not available in the District)"

g) Compensatory time not less than 20 minutes per hour of the examination should be allowed
for persons who are eligible for getting scribe. In case the duration of the examination is
less than an hour, then the duration of the compensatory time should be allowed on pro-
rata basis. Compensatory time should not be less than 5 minutes and should be in the
multiple of 5.
